a. Committee Membership: The 2 Co-Chairs are rotating off the committee after this annual conference, along with 2 regular members and 1 virtual member. Two current members will continue on the committee. IRRT Chair-Elect Judith Lin Hunt will appoint new members based on recommendations and committee-interest forms she is collecting. The Committee recommended that interested international members be appointed to serve as Virtual Committee Members when feasible. This may encourage ALA participation and attendance by such members and may increase and diversify the range of perspectives represented in the Papers Session and other forums. The Committee also recommended a small modification to the “Committee Interest Form” to clarify the meaning and application of “virtual membership” for the benefit of interested members.
b. Short-Term Goals: In July 2008 the 2 continuing committee members will coordinate the selection of possible themes for the 2009 International Papers Session and will seek input from the IRRT Executive Board and the Sister Libraries Committee, in order to avoid duplicating themes. The selected theme will be submitted as soon as possible to Delin Guerra for announcement in a call for proposals, with a fall 2008 deadline, allowing for proposal reviews to be completed by the end of December 2008.  

c. Beyond 2009 International Papers Session: The Committee will begin selecting the theme for the 2010 International Papers Session at the 2009 Midwinter Meeting in Denver. The 2010 Call for Proposals will be ready for distribution at the 2009 ALA Annual Conference in Chicago, with a fall 2009 deadline, leading to final selection by December 2009. This timeline will become the standard cycle for future committee activities.
d. The Proposal Selection Criteria will be modified with an additional category numbered 0 (zero) for proposals that are completely outside the scope of the selected theme.
