1.  Summary of discussion and action; please indicate activities planned

The Papers Sub-Committee reviewed and selected proposals submitted to date for the 2008 Annual Conference.  We agreed to request that the deadline date be extended to January 31st.   The request was made because several of the submissions were marginally pertinent or not relating to the publicized theme. 

The Papers-subcommittee also considered themes for the 2009 Annual Conference in Chicago.  The theme that sparked the most discussion was library services to multi-ethnic or multicultural populations within a particular country.  Also discussed was the need to send out the call for papers a year-and-a-half in advance of the presentation date.  Originally, the Papers Subcommittee entertained the advanced submission date to accommodate international presenters’ need to solicit funding and to apply for visas.  Political factors and other unpredictable factors can interfere with plans of international librarians in attending ALA.  The final item of discussion was establishing a criteria for selection of papers.  The tentative criteria agreed upon includes:  (A) relevance of proposed theme set by Papers Subcommittee; (B) Level of expertise or level of participation of person(s) submitting proposal (C) Speaker(s) from outside the United States in keeping with the purpose of the International Papers Session 
(c) Equitable global representation of session (i.e., not having all presenters be from same geographic location).
