Midwinter Meeting, January 12, 2008, Philadelphia

Minutes 

Present: Kay Cassell, Jeff Huestis, Karen Jessee, Zola Maddison, Laverne Page [not IRRT Member yet], Gail Wadsworth

The meeting was begun at 9:05 a.m.

1. No meeting notice or agenda had been sent to ISLD members. The group used a tentative agenda prepared by Gail and Connie Champlin, ISLD Co-Chair, January 11th.

2. Renewal of Interest Group Authorization: ISLD Interest Group reauthorization must be presented to the IRRT Board on January 13th. Gail got the required signatures on the form. Karen will make copies and present the form, along with a formal request, to the IRRT Board January 13th. Renewal is required every three years.

3. Program 2008:


a. The ISLD program was not listed in the ALA Advance Meeting Program. Kay, 2008 Program Coordinator, will follow up and be sure the program is listed correctly in the final program.


b. Jeff reported that Alice Taylor and her family have been deported from Guyana to the United States, so Alice may not be able to participate in the ISLD program as previously assumed. The group decided to include the Guyana project among the “other” projects during the last part of the ISLD program and assume that Alice will not be one of the major presenters.


c. Kay reported that Susan Schneur, Mortenson Center, had agreed to be a major speaker in the 2008 program. Karen spoke with Susan during this meeting and reconfirmed her agreement.


d. Connie had passed along the communication from Jane Kurtz that she is prepared to be a major speaker about the Ethiopia Reads program. Jane is awaiting exact details. Kay will communicate with Jane to confirm her participation and provide her with details. The liaison with Jane is Janet Lee.


e. Karen reported that she had been contacted by Colleen Seale, University of Florida, who is ready to present about a Uganda library program called Books Open the World. It was decided that Karen and Kay would talk with Colleen at the Saturday lunch following this meeting. [Kay and Karen spoke with Colleen at the lunch and it was agreed that they would contact her within six weeks if she were to be included in the 2008 program; if she is not included in 2008, the Uganda project will be considered for inclusion in the 2009 program. Note: Susan Schneur has subsequently declined to participate in the 2008 program as she will not be attending ALA 2008, so Kay and/or Karen will contact Colleen to inform her that she will be a presenter and get the details of the Uganda program for the announcement.]


f. Karen or Kay will reconfirm the logistics for the program: 2 microphones (one fixed, one roaming), room for 125-150 attendees and request speaker badges for speakers who are not registered for the conference. Get brief biographical information about the speakers for introductions.
